LIE LOW)  FRAXEL 2 For shrinking pores and evening out skin color and texture, this updated version of the fractional laser 
goes deeper than the original and is less painful.  Prepare to be pink and puffy for several days afterward.  Starts at $1,000/session; 

L.A.;  westsidemedicalspa.com HAVE A WEEK (TO RECOVER) The hotter the laser, 
the more dramatic the results, ACTIVEFX and PORTRAIT are two new resurfacing lasers that involve major downtime (it may be 
five days before makeup is allowed).
